· To satisfy state requests for assistance, FEMA coordinates the delivery of federal assets through Emergency Support Functions (ESF). Each ESF has a lead federal agency and several support agencies. The ESF structure meets specific needs as depicted below:

ESF#3: Public Works and Engineering

· FEMA provides goods and services to the state for allocation, and the state in turn delivers these critical assets to the local jurisdictions. At the community level, local jurisdictions set the priority for distribution of critical assets and services.
