ORDINANCE NO.  08-071
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF GALVESTON, TEXAS, AUTHORIZING THE FEDERAL EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AGENCY TO RE-UTILIZE OCCUPANCY OF MANUFACTURED HOMES AND READILY FABRICATED DWELLINGS, PRIMARILY MOBILE HOMES AND PARK MODEL MOBILE HOMES, AT CLUSTER AND COMMUNITY SITES IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE VARIANCE GRANTED THRU APRIL 30, 2010;  REQUIRING MAKING VARIOUS FINDINGS AND PROVISIONS RELATED TO THE SUBJECT.

WHEREAS, on September 24, 2008, the City Council adopted Ordinance No. 08-052 continuing the Declaration of a Local State of Disaster for one year due to the catastrophic damage created by Hurricane Ike; and,

WHEREAS, on October 23, 2008 City Council adopted Ordinance No. 08-068 deemed it in the public interest to protect public health, safety, property, and the general welfare of the public to grant a variance until April 30, 2010 from flood elevation requirements for manufactured homes in floodplains for the limited purpose of allowing the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) to provide temporary direct housing assistance in the form of manufactured homes and readily fabricated dwellings, primarily mobile homes and park model mobile homes, and to temporarily suspend City Code provisions governing manufactured housing as recommended by Public Works and the Department of Planning and Community Development in response to widespread damage caused by Hurricane Ike; and,
WHEREAS, pursuant to the Ordinance all manufactured homes placed by the Federal Emergency Management Agency, using this authority, must be removed by April 30, 2010 or upon issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the repair or reconstruction of the individual’s residence, whichever date comes first; and, 

WHEREAS, FEMA is requesting that the City remove the Certificate of Occupancy requirement to allow re-utilization of the housing  located on cluster and community sites to place additional qualified applicants seeking disaster housing during the variance period; and, 

WHEREAS, the City Council deems it in the public interest to allow re-utilization for FEMA manufactured homes located on cluster and community sites through April 30, 2010; 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GALVESTON, TEXAS:

SECTION 1.
The findings and recitations set out in the preamble to this Ordinance are found to be true and correct and they are hereby adopted by the City Council and made a part hereof for all purposes. 

SECTION 2.
The City Council hereby deems it in the public interest to allow re-utilization of FEMA manufactured homes located on cluster and community sites through April 30, 2010 to place additional qualified applicants seeking disaster housing during the variance period.  All certificate of occupancy removal requirements in Ordinance No. 08-068 regulating the removal of FEMA housing placed on cluster and community sites are repealed. 

SECTION 3.
All manufactured homes placed by the Federal Emergency Management Agency at cluster and community sites must be removed by April 30, 2010. All other provisions of Ordinance No. 08-068 remain in full force and effect. 

SECTION 4.
It is hereby declared to be the intention of the City Council that the sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Ordinance are severable and, if any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this Ordinance should be declared invalid by the final judgment or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity shall not affect any of the remaining phrases, clause, sentences, paragraphs and sections of this Ordinance.


SECTION 5.
All Ordinances or parts thereof in conflict herewith are repealed to the extent of such conflict only.


SECTION 6.
In accordance with the provisions of Sections 12 and 13 of Article II of the City Charter this Ordinance has been publicly available in the office of the City Secretary for not less than 72 hours prior to its adoption; that this Ordinance may be read and published by descriptive caption only.

SECTION 7.
This Ordinance shall be and become effective from and after its adoption and publication in accordance with the provisions of the Charter of the City of Galveston.
