A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GALVESTON, TEXAS, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO MAKE APPLICATION FOR CERTAIN FEDERAL OR STATE FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE UNDER THE ROBERT T. STAFFORD DISASTER RELIEF AND EMERGENCY ASSISTANCE ACT, 42,U.S.C.A 5121 ET.SEQ. AND THE TEXAS DISASTER ACT OF 1975; PROVIDING FOR FINDINGS OF FACT AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it is the finding of the City Council of the City of Galveston that the ravages of Hurricane ___________________, arising from its impact upon the property and inhabitants of the City of Galveston on _____________________, 200__, created widespread and severe damage, injury and loss of life and property, which now requires extraordinary measures to alleviate the suffering of people and to protect and rehabilitate property; and 


WHEREAS, the City of Galveston desires the assistance of Federal agencies in the removal of all hurricane-generated debris within the City. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GALVESTON, TEXAS;


SECTION 1.  The findings and recitations set out in the preamble to this Resolution are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted by the City Council and made a part hereof for all purposes.


SECTION 2.  That the City Manager is authorized to execute for and on behalf of the City of Galveston, Texas, an application to have the Honorable Rick Perry, Governor of Texas, to request the necessary disaster relief from the President of the United States to have the appropriate Federal agencies perform the following emergency work essential to the health, safety, or welfare of the people and property of the City:

Removal of all hurricane-generated debris within the City limits of Galveston and all other work mutually agreed upon and made available by the provisions of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act, 42, U.S.C.A. 5121 et seq.


SECTION 3.  The City Manager, as Director of Emergency Management, is hereby authorized to provide, or cause to be provided, all arrangements, provisions, and means he deems necessary and proper to effect coordination of relief aid programs, and property restoration and rehabilitation programs, for the protection, preservation, and improvement of life and property within the City during the state of emergency.


SECTION 4.  The City Council certifies that, to the best of its knowledge and belief, the requested work is eligible under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster and Relief and Emergency Assistance Act, as amended, and hereby grants its unconditional authorization for the removal of such debris or wreckage from public and private property, including the provision, without cost to the United States, all lands, easements, and rights-of-way necessary for the accomplishment of the approved work;


SECTION 5.  In cases of removal of debris or wreckage from private property, the City hereby agrees to indemnify the Federal government against any claim arising from such removal, to the extent required by 42 U.S.C.A. 5173.


SECTION 6.  This Resolution shall be and become effective from and after its adoption.
