
EXAMPLE: "PRICE GOUGING" NOTICE LETTERPRIVATE 

To:


We have received a complaint against you alleging that you have violated the Deceptive Trade Practices Act of the Business and Commerce Code of the State of Texas, specifically Section 17.46(27).


It is alleged that you have engaged in "price gouging" by selling or leasing, or by attempting to sell or lease, a necessity at an exorbitant or excessive price during a period of disaster as declared by the governor of Texas.


If these allegations are true, you may be subject to a civil penalty of up to $20,000.00 per violation.  Additionally, if the victim was 65 years of age or older, an additional amount of not more than $250,000.00 may be ordered paid to the state.  In addition to the civil penalties, a restraining order or injunction may be sought to prevent you from acting in further violation of this law.


If you are engaging in the above described conduct you should cease it immediately.  If the allegations against you are true, and if you continue such conduct, my office will request the assistance of Attorney General of Texas and the Galveston County Criminal District Attorney to immediately intervene and seek punitive action against you, including injunction and the above noted civil penalty.
