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Order Removing Competitive Bidding

THE MAYOR OF THE CITY OF GALVESTON

WHEREAS, the City of Galveston, Texas, has declared a local state of emergency pursuant to Section 418.108 of the Texas Disaster Act of 1975; and, [disaster]

WHEREAS, the Mayor of the City of Galveston, Texas, deems it in the public interest to remove requirements pertaining to purchasing and competitive bidding procedures during the declared state of emergency; 

NOW THEREFORE, I, MAYOR OF THE CITY OF GALVESTON, HEREBY FIND AND ORDER:

SECTION 1.
That the findings and recitations set out in the preamble to this ORDER are found to be true and correct and they are hereby adopted by the Mayor and made a part hereof for all purposes.
SECTION 2.
That the requirements pertaining to purchasing and competitive bidding by and for the City of Galveston, Texas, during the declared state of emergency are hereby removed; provided, however, that insofar as practical City staff shall solicit and procure bids, quotations, or estimates of material, labor, and other costs for purchases, goods, works, and the like before entering into contracts or purchases and that such contracts or purchases shall be awarded to the bidder whose bid is in the best interests of the City as determined by City Manager, or designee.   The City Manager shall notify the City Council of all such contracts and purchases at its next regularly schedule meetings and Council shall ratify such contracts and purchases.

SECTION 3.  
That pursuant to Section 5150 of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act, in the expenditure of Federal Funds for debris clearance, distribution of supplies, reconstruction, and other major disaster or emergency assistance activities that may be carried out by contract or agreement with private organizations, firms, or individuals, preference shall be given, to the extent feasible and practical, to those organizations, firms, and individuals residing or doing business primarily in the affected area.

SECTION 6.  
That, in accordance with the Texas Disaster Act, this ORDER shall take effect immediately at _________________________[Time].
